Grambling University National Alumni Association (GUNAA) announces the 2023 Scholarship Awards Program.  Under the Program, ten (5) $2,000 scholarships will be awarded to students currently enrolled at Grambling State University.  Family members of GUNAA’s executive board and/or committee are eligible to apply.
Program Guidelines & Priorities:  

* Seeking currently enrolled students at Grambling State University with a current record of volunteerism in the community, active leadership in either school or non-school sponsored activities, and/or participation in extracurricular school activities. 
* Applicants must have a minimum GPA of 2.75, and a total family annual income under $100,000.
* Scholarship funds will be paid in January 2024 (Spring Semester) directly to the university and not to the student. It will be the student’s responsibility to submit to GUNAA at that time an invoice for spring semester tuition and fees, G number, and all other pertinent information.

* Applicants must have all documentation submitted along with their application attesting they are a qualified fit for this scholarship program.  Application deadline is December 1, 2023, by 4:00 p.m. central time zone, late applications are not accepted. 
The applications will be reviewed and selected by a committee consisting of GUNAA members. The scholarships will be awarded in January 2024.
